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School History

The birth of Fern Creek Traditional Higbchool as we know it today
occurred in 1923 with a total enroliment of 25 students in the freshman
and sophomore classes. The school was a red brick structure on
Ferndale Road and contained four rooms. The first graduating class of
1926 consisted of sixwsdents.

The Class of 1927 consisted of 15 students, and each class had its own

colors. The second graduating class chose blue and white as their

colors. By this time, enrollment had grown so much that a second floor

(a principal 6s ouf mdrecotassrocns) lhddliorbe rr vy , and
added.

Soon, Fern Creek became the first recognized high school in Jefferson

County. The district covered an area of approximately 100 square

miles. By 1929, a gym (that would also serve as an auditorium) and

four new classroms were completed. In 1932, the colors black and

gold were adopted as Fern Creekods <col
body chose the preseday colors of orange and black and the fight

song.

In 1941, several other schools were consolidated with Fern Crhaek.
once rural community was developing into a middle class town. Fern
Creek High School continued to grow; and after World War I, new
construction was added to the campus. Portables were added in 1947
1950. At this time, Valley, Fairdale, Fern Creek, tBas, and Okolona
(now Southern) were the only county high schools.

o
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Another wing of the Fern Creek building was completed in 1954. In the
1960s, even more space was needed, resulting in double sessions. In
1973, the annex that had served as Feneek High School for more

than 40 years was torn down. In 1974, construction of a new facility
was completed, which gave Fern Creek High School the capacity to
house 2,500 students.

In the 1990s, Fern Creek underwent another extensive renovation, with
more than $2.5 million used to update and remodel the facilities. From
a fourroom schoolhouse to a sprawling campus with more than 70
classrooms, Fern Creek Traditional High School is a school committed
to continuing its rich history and to being a leaderthe programs,
services, and positive environment it affords all students who enter its
doors.

As a result of a decision made by the School Based Dedisiding
(SBDM) Council on April 29, 1997, Fern Creek High School became a
traditional school. In thetraditional program the standards of
patriotism, morality, and personal integrity are stressed in a structured
learning environment. With its dress code, discipline code,
heterogeneously grouped career majors, and college preparatory
curriculum, Fern CreeKraditional High School continues to challenge

its students to be the best.

Registration

In the summer, a letter will be mailed to all students who are scheduled
to attend Fern @ek Traditional High School. A day will be reserved
approximately one week before the opening of school for each class to
complete final preparations for the school year. At that time, students
will be expected to pay registration fees, class fees, papdnyit fees,
locker fees, PTSA membership fees, and obtain an identification card.
In addition, schedules, lockers, and textbooks will be issued. Bus
schedules and Booster Club information will also be made available.

Withdrawal Policies

Withdrawal from Fern Creek Traditional High School will be in
accordance with the Jefferson County Board o
policy for transfers and withdrawals.

School Bus

JCPS provides school bus service to all students who reside one mile or
more from the school. Gdents are encouraged to use this free service.
Students must load, ride, and unload school buses in an orderly fashion,
follow instructions given to them by the driver, and obey the
regulations approved by the JCBE.

Students who ride a bus to school mat leave campus on arrival.
Also, students who ride a bus home may not leave campus prior to the
bus departure. On the school bus, students are expected to abide by the
same high standards of behavior that are required in the classroom.

Academics

Facts to Know:

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Service Learning

Definition:
JCPS defines service learning as follows:

Service learning is a form of communriigised experience that
blends both service and academic learning goalsuoh a
way that both occur and are enriched by each other.

All servicel ear ni ng projects must i-nvolve studentds
planned service experiences that meet a genuine community need.

Servicelearning projects must contain the following three
components:

1. Preparation refers to the study, research, and planning related
to understanding the problem to be addressed through service.

2. Action refers to the actual service. The service encourages
dignity and growth for both the giver and receiversefvice,
and t he service should fimake a positive
person or community when completed. (This is where you
accumulate your 30 hours.)

3. Reflection refers to thinking about and identifying learning
that occurs as a result of the service. Ttam be done by
writing in a journal or portfolio entry, performing an oral
presentation, or completing the Servilagearning Reflection
Form.
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A Service learning hours recorded for diploma credit will
reflect the action phase only.

A Projects approved for servidearning credit must
contain preparation, action and reflection.

A To receive credit for service learning hours, the
appropriate paper work must be turned in to the
Counseling Office.

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Attendance Regulations

Regular attendance is essential for promotion and success. If it is
necessary for a student to miss school, parents should call the school at
4856999 OR 485-8134. In addition, a followp note exfaining the
absence must be sent to school when the student returns. Failure to
provide a note will result in the absence being recorded as unexcused.

Attendance Policy

All students are required by law to attend school every day. They are
required to be otime for school and all classes.

Students who are absent from school must have a legitimate excuse.
This includes illness, visits to a doctor or dentist, death in the family, or
other reasons approved by a school administrator. The parent/guardian

willbecontacted if a studentds attendance becon
documentation will be required for all absences as mandated by the
state.

Kentucky law states that:

A When a student has three (3) unexcused or unexplained
absences, he/she is truant.

A When a stdent has six (6) to nine (9) unexcused or
unexplained absences and has been reported as truant more
than three (3) times, he/she is a habitual truant.

The following school procedures will be used to address excessive
unexcused absences:

A When a student Isal0 (ten) unexcused absences, he/she will
be referred to the Department of Pupil Personnel for
investigation, which could be reported to Child Protective
Services or Family Court for truancy.
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A A student who is sixteen (16) years or oldery be withdrawn
from school for excessive unexcused absences. If the student
is withdrawn, the student and parent/guardian will be told the
date the next trimester begins.

An absence will be posted as unexcused unless a parent/guardian sends
a note to th Attendance Office within two school days from the date of

the absence. After eight (8) absences, a doct
for an excused absence. Legitimate reasons as approved by the

principal, such as special outings when students represesttibel,

programs, or assemblies will be treated as a neutral day. These days

will not count against the student grade.

Trimester and Final Examinations

Trimester examinations are given at the end of each trimester. The
grades earned on these examinations will be averaged into the final
grade for the course. Students are required to be present for these
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examinations unless participating in an activity approved by the
Jefferson County Board of Education. No other reason for missing will
be accepted.

Homework Policies

The amount and kind of homework in a course of study is planned in
accordance with eacHass. Homework is assigned on a regular basis.
Students should expect at least3Mminutes per class;2times per
week. If a student does not study at home, he/she is not satisfactorily
fulfiling course requirementsParents are expected to encourage
regular, organized study; to show interest in assignments; to expect
satisfactory performance; and to provide the proper conditions for
home study. Meaningful homework is assigned to reinforce skills
previously taught and to help the student become anpéamtkent
worker. Students are responsible for coming to class each day on time
and for having their books, paper, pencils, and/or any other required
material s. Students are expected
to participate in class. The failugf a student to comply with these
reasonable expectations may result in disciplinary action being taken
for defiance and insubordination.

Missed Class Work and Instruction

A student returning to school after an excused absence has the right to
request magup work within three (3) days of his/her return. The
makeup work will include only written daily work, tests, and major
projects. Some class work cannot be reasonably duplicated and cannot
be made up. The make work will be arranged with the teach&he
student will have the number of days absent plus one (1) day from the
time he/she receives it to turn it in. Teacher discretion can be used to
handle a special situation. In order for a student to accompany a

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STOP Program

As an alternative to a suspension from school, a local school may
assign students in &les 9 through 12 to the Suspension/Truancy Off
site Program (STOP).
